The Collection of Millerite and
Adventual Materials had been in
storage for fifty-four months, since
Berkshire suspended its campus
operation at Lenox.

(Renovations to
Goddard Library will provide its
permanent home within the next
three years.) "Without volunteers,
we never could have reached this
point," Dean explains, At least four
professional Advent Christian
librarians have come to share their
time, advice and physical labors. In
addition, a dozen pastors and laity
have traveled miles to struggle with
monotonous or heavy work.
